COURSES

L’ECOLE offers some 20 classes in both
French or English, arranged around
three broad themes: Savoir-Faire,
History of Jewelry and the Universe of
Gemstones.

The classes are very hands-on and
there is no prerequisite of knowledge
or skills. Each lasting for 2 to 4 hours,
they are given by at least two
instructors. Whatever their length, dll
classes are carefully scripted to keep
students on the edge of their seafs.

Our teaching team is composed of:
jewelers, designers, mockup makers,
art historians, gemologists, lacquer
craftsmen and enamelers.

These experts have an enthusiasm for
sharing their knowledge and have dll
been trained to be excellent teachers.
